BHNA Board Meeting, October 27, 2009
Board Members Present: Kristin Schumacher, Doug Pimple, Andrea Hough, Elisa Phelps and Mel Moore
The meeting was called to order at 6:39 pm.  
The minutes were read and approved.  Doug motioned to approve.  Elisa seconded, all voted in favor.

Communications.

Shames Makovsky.  Per the feedback during the October general membership meeting, Kristin will pen a letter to Shames Makovsky stating the general membership’s preference for a natural grocer to fill the vacated Big Lots building.  
Baker Community Partnership.  There hasn’t been any more progress on M Inc, or the sale of any other levels of the BCP.  A UCD student is compiling a business contact list for Baker, which could be a first step in approaching the business community.  Andrea knows an individual that questioned the website’s googleability.  She was planning on referring the individual (Tracy Sheepherd) to Kristin to discuss solutions.  This may be a factor when selling the lead sponsor for the BCP.  Kristin stated that if Tracy was interested in managing the website, she would be willing to spearhead the BCP due to Paul’s family-related absence.  Andrea will send her work on the packet to Kristin and she will produce a professional PDF, with the goal of sending the packet out before Thanksgiving.  
Finance.

Treasurer’s Report.  Year-to-date total of October 31st, 2009 is $2,188.41.  Doug is transferring the account to Community Banks of Colorado because they have a lower minimum balance.  Mel made a motion that the BOD officers be the signors on the account.  Seconded by Elisa.  All voted in favor.
Baker Bark.  Baker Bark is in serious trouble, and it is not generating enough revenue to sustain the newsletter.  Jeb and Doug met to discuss options including a 4 page newsletter, rather than 8 the current 8-page edition.  In addition, the mailing list has 300-400 names that do not pay for the Bark, which is an additional drain to the bank account.  It was decided that we will no longer be sending paper copies to those that do not pay for the Bark.  Doug stated that he would like to address the problem with a front page article in the Bark.  Doug also stated that he would like to find approximately 12 vendors to distribute the Bark.  Mel noted that it might be beneficial to move the Bark to the website as a way to drive the number of hits as well as a way to access a copy for free.  The final group resolution consisted of one more free copy, but after the December 1st copy, there will not be any more free mailings.  However, free distribution points will be available at local businesses.
1st Avenue Church.  Andrea talked to Clark Vestal at 1st Avenue Church about the use of the space for monthly meetings.  Elisa noted that we currently donate about $250 every 18 months for the use of the space.  Doug stated that the last time we paid was March 2008.  Elisa made a motion to make a $100 donation now for the 2010 calendar year.  Motion seconded by Mel.  All voted in favor. Doug will hand deliver the check next week.  Doug will ask Clark at that time for an official BHNA key.  
Steve Harley.  Andrea suggested we give a gift to Steve for his hard work on the Zoning Committee.  The Association opted to give Steve $50 worth of gift certificates from local businesses.
Events.

Holiday Volunteer Opportunities.  Doug found that St. Peter & Mary does not need holiday volunteers.  Andrea discussed volunteering with 2Succeed but they only need volunteers on either Thanksgiving or Christmas Day.  Elisa suggested that we host a simple pot luck at the church.  Mel mentioned that we could have appetizers and/or dessert during the regularly scheduled meeting time to cut down on organization and planning.  The potential party would be held on December 8 at 6:30.  
Zoning. 

Zoning Committee.  Kat Thompson at 107 W Cedar Avenue is interested in joining the Zoning Committee.  Doug made a motion to appoint Kat Thomspon to the Zoning Committee, to be confirmed by the general membership at the November meeting.  
New Code Denver.  The Board reviewed the Zoning Committee’s recommended changes.  The Board voted unanimously to adopt the Zoning Committee recommendations.  Kristin will write a letter to be submitted to Caryn Wenzara at CPD by Andrea.  
Additional Business.  
Elisa moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Mel.  All voted in favor.
