Police Report: 
· Officers are working on typical complaints in the neighborhood.
· The Broken Windows campaign has ended as of December.

· Officers have recently gone to radar training, and when training is completed they will be patrolling the neighborhood with radar guns.
· A resident voiced concern for parents parking recklessly and dangerously when picking up their kids from Fairmont elementary school.  The resident stated that there is also a vendor selling goods, which adds to the confusion.  The officers noted that selling items from a cart is illegal near schools.  
Committee Reports

Treasurer’s Report

· Treasurer Doug Pimple reported that, at December 31, 2009, the Association had $3,200 in the bank, which is down from 2008.

· Changes to address financial concerns include elimination of free Baker Bark mailings and placement at local businesses.  

Inter-Neighborhood Cooperative

· INC discussed the importance of conducting the census and the importance of counting each individual, regardless of residency status, in regards to federal grant money.  This is anonymous and free of investigation.

· The City is releasing a Dog Park master plan.  Go to www.denver.gov for more information on the master plan meetings. 

· March INC meeting is at the new Justice Center and open to tours at that time.

· INC passed a resolution supporting the City Council on their first medical marijuana ordinance.

· The free large item pickups will be occurring every 2 months, on a rotating schedule.  Residents are asked to not place items in the alley until the week of the scheduled pick-up. 

· The La Lama water park is hosting a presentation on 1.13 at the center.
Zoning Committee Confirmation

· New Code has extended C-IX-3 down Kalamath as requested by BHNA.
· However, the City has not created the MX-2 zones as requested by the Board

· The next meeting will be on 1.19.10 at 333 W. Bayaud.

· Baker Green Team
· Green Team blitz will be on 1.23 from 12-3, targeting specific portions of the neighborhood to offer some sustainable ideas and solutions.

Additional Business & Announcements
· Ed Habercorn noted that there is a fast track ordinance concerning dilapidated fencing and requirements to fix fences.
· Broadway Innovations (129 Broadway), which has been in business for 5 years and has recently relocated to the Baker community.  The company has the ability to do a large number of repairs and remodels to homes.

· 61 houses sold in the Baker neighborhood, with a low of $90,000 and highest at $425,000.
