 BHNA General Meeting Minutes 
July 14, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 6:40 p.m. with approximately 20 people in attendance.

Introductions were made around the room.

The minutes from June 9, 2009 were read and approved.  No discussion.  Al Habercorn made the motion to approve as published.  Doug Pimple seconded and the minutes were approved by acclamation.

Committee Reports

Inter-Neighborhood Cooperative

· After a brief discussion, Doug Pimple made a motion that Al Habercorn and Adrian Brown be approved as BHNA’s INC representatives for the current year.  The motion was seconded by Roger Day, and the motion passed by acclamation.

· Al Habercorn reported that the INC has opposed the sale of advertising in Denver parks and supported the City’s providing free litter bags in dog parks. 

· Al also reported that BHNA was praised for its contributions to the Dollar Dictionary program and that the INC is looking for volunteer grant writers.

· Finally, Al mentioned that Mayor Hickenlooper and Councilwoman Montero have requested input from citizens regarding the city’s budget deficit.  Several comments were made from the floor regarding middle management and parking revenues.

Treasurer’s Report

· Treasurer Doug Pimple reported that, at June 30, 2009, the Association had $3,738 in the bank.

· Doug also reported that the Spring Fling netted a profit of $865 and that the Baker Bargains Bonanza netted a profit of $327. 

Voluntary Cleanup Advisory Board

· Steve Harley reported that VCAB is still waiting on action from the Lionsgate and Cherokee projects. 

Zoning Committee

· Steve Harley reported that the Zoning Committee is without a chairman.

· Steve also reported that the City is in the process of revising the zoning codes and that the proposed new zoning map for the Baker Neighborhood will be revealed soon.  The next Zoning Committee meeting will be July 21, 2009 at 6:30pm at 333 Bayaud.
Community Corner

State Representative Mark Ferrandino announced that tomorrow he is hosting a barbeque at Ruby Park tomorrow from 6:00 to 7:30pm.
